Deutsche Messe Global Fairs:
Growth region India: four technology shows under one roof
· CeMAT INDIA, MDA INDIA, Industrial Automation INDIA and Energy INDIA all start on 10 December
· Unique platform for more than 500 exhibitors of high-tech products from all over the world
Hannover/Bangalore. Following last year’s successful launch, Deutsche Messe is once again staging the three technology shows CeMAT INDIA, MDA INDIA and Industrial Automation INDIA at the new exhibition centre in Bangalore from 10 to 13 December. This year sees the premiere of ENERGY INDIA, bringing a fourth show to the line-up for 2008. On a total display area of over 20,000 square metres, more than 500 exhibitors will be presenting energy-efficient power transmission solutions, automation and control systems for industrial production, and machinery, plant and equipment for the optimization of materials handling processes. Approx. one third of the exhibitors come from India and two thirds from other countries around the world, mainly from Germany, Italy, Taiwan, Japan, Spain and the USA.

India is a booming market with massive long-term growth potential. According to Germany’s Federal Agency for Foreign Trade, India’s GDP will grow by 7.9 per cent this year, and by a further 6.9 per cent next year. Manufacturing industry is forecast to grow by 9.4 per cent, while the figure for the sectors commerce, communications and transport is even higher – an estimated 12.1 per cent. This is good news for the automation technology industry as a whole, as these impressive growth rates are only achievable if India invests in the latest future-proof systems.

CeMAT INDIA – the latest materials handling technology for the Indian market
Deutsche Messe is expecting 160 exhibitors from 18 nations at CeMAT INDIA. Many of this year’s exhibitors were in attendance last year, including Jungheinrich AG, the industrial truck specialist from Hamburg. Featured at the company’s stand this year will be electric counterbalance trucks, reach trucks and stacker trucks. All models are notable for their enhanced performance, minimal maintenance requirements and low energy consumption. Another important priority for the Indian market according to Jungheinrich is the efficient storage and retrieval of goods in high-rise racking systems. For the long term Jungheinrich sees excellent prospects for the development of intralogistics in India. In addition to fork-lift trucks, the range of exhibits will include industrial trucks of all kinds together with lifting gear, cranes, conveyors and transporters, warehousing systems and software. Big-name exhibitors include Demag Cranes and Linde from Germany, Knapp Logistik Automation from Austria and Godrej & Boyce from India.

MDA INDIA – strong demand for power transmission and control technology
At MDA INDIA more than 230 exhibitors from 17 countries will be presenting innovative solutions from the world of power transmission and control technology. Germany, Italy, Spain, Taiwan, the UK and China are represented by national group displays. In recent years demand for power transmission and control technology in India has been very strong. According to Germany’s national engineering federation VDMA, German companies alone were able to double their exports to India over the past five years. In 2007 exports of German-made power transmission and control systems to India were worth a total of €385 million. Among the leading German exhibitors at the show will be companies such as Bosch-Rexroth, Getriebebau Nord, Argo Hytos and Hydac. Italy also has a strong presence, with major industry players such as Bonfiglioli and Bondioli & Pavesi. The US contingent includes Parker Hanifin and Eaton.
Industrial Automation INDIA – automation technology gaining ground
Given the high levels of investment in manufacturing industry in India, the growth prospects for automation technology look extremely promising both in the short and longer term. Many manufacturers in nearly all sectors of industry have installed new production plant. As demand drives investment and investment drives wealth growth, India is fast becoming a real engine for global growth. And as manufacturers seek to gain that all-important competitive edge in the marketplace, the take-up of automation systems increases rapidly. The German company Rittal from Herborn is preparing to exhibit once again at Industrial Automation INDIA, convinced that the future of manufacturing industry lies in automation, with the capacity to make production processes more intelligent, faster and more reliable. “Our experience at last year’s show was very positive. During the show we were able to interest lots of potential new customers in our products and show them a wide range of what Rittal has to offer. In the course of the four-day exhibition we made 400 new contacts with persons responsible for placing orders”, says Norbert Müller, Chairman of the Board at Rittal GmbH & Co. KG.
Premiere of ENERGY INDIA – completing the line-up
A new addition for this year is ENERGY INDIA, International Trade Fair for Energy, which perfectly complements the existing trio of industrial shows. Here exhibitors will be presenting efficient and effective energy supply concepts for India’s growing economy, along with solutions that embrace both conventional energy generation and renewables.

The German company BLOCK Transformatoren-Elektronik GmbH & Co. KG, based in Verden, will be unveiling a portfolio of products at the show specially assembled for the Indian market. These include high-efficiency electricity supply systems, transformers designed to minimize power losses and components needed for alternative energy generation. “The fact that we are exhibiting in Bangalore again this year is also an indication of how pleased we were with Industrial Automation INDIA last year. We made lots of interesting contacts at the show and are confident that in 2008 we will be able to develop these and win new customers for our German-made products”, says Udo L. Thiel, Managing Director of BLOCK.

A line-up of some 110 exhibitors will be presenting advanced technologies for the Indian market at Industrial Automation INDIA und Energy INDIA, including such market leaders as Siemens, Schunk, Hilscher Sytemautomation and LAPP – all from Germany – as well as GE Energy, Crompton Greaves and ELECON MEASUREMENTS from India, to name but a few.
